The children walked along the Strand to discover 
the site of the old quay where boats arrived to 
trade for the town. They walked along to discover 
a plaque commemorating 5 boats that came into 
Barnstaple from the Spanish Armada. 
 The children then walked around to the sites of 
the four gates of Barnstaple town and visited the 
Almshouses from the 1600's.  
 

This week we have been learning about 
hedgehogs: why they are called that, why 
they have white spines and how far they 
can travel each night. 
We have read 'It was a cold, Dark night' by 
Tim Hopgood and 'The very Helpful
